
• Drivers and passengers will be respectful and courteous at all times.

• Drivers’ names will be visibly posted inside each shuttle and passengers are asked to identify 

themselves upon request of the driver.

• Drivers will not make changes to the approved route, without prior approval.

• Drivers will make all designated stops along the route.

• Drivers will stop to pick up or discharge passengers at designated bus stops only.

• Drivers will obey all traffic laws, and operate shuttles at below posted speed limits.

• Drivers will not drive the bus while any passengers are in motion.  Drivers will turn on 

interior lights when passengers board and disembark shuttles and will keep them lit until all 

passengers are seated.

• Drivers will remind disembarking passengers to wait for the bus to pull away before they 

cross the street.

• Shuttles will not idle for more than 3 minutes at any time and drivers will stay with the 

shuttle while idling.
